From the west, south or east:



Drive to El Paso, Texas



From El Paso, take Hwy 54 headed north into New Mexico



Drive to New Mexico mileage marker 62



Go about 100 feet beyond the mileage marker



Turn left onto Camino Ranchitos



Drive 2 full blocks



PSI is the adobe house on your left


From the northwest, north, northeast:



Drive to Albuquerque, New Mexico



(The longer, easier, major highway route)




Take Hwy 25 south to Las Cruces




Take Hwy 70 east to Alamogordo




Coming into Alamogordo, turn right on Hwy 54 South




Go exactly 2.0 miles.  The divided highway just joined




Turn right onto Camino Ranchitos




Drive 2 full blocks




PSI is the adobe house on your left



(The shorter, harder, more scenic route)




Drive south on Hwy 25 to Soccorro




A few miles south of Soccorro, turn left onto Hwy 380




Follow 380 to Carizoso




Turn right onto Hwy 54




Follow Hwy 54 to and through Alamogordo




Just over the bridge, turn left onto Hwy 54




Go exactly 2.0 miles.  The divided highway just joined




Turn right onto Camino Ranchitos




Drive 2 full blocks

Sights to See Around Alamogordo

The international Space Hall of Fame is located in Alamogofdo, in the foothills just 1 mile north of Hwy 54.

The Tombaugh OMNIMAX Theater and Planetarium: Features the world’s largest format projection system.

Alamogordo boasts the only Pistachio tree farms I have ever seen.  Well, we’re a small town.  We have to be proud of something.

White Sands National Monument: Just 13 miles south of Alamogordo, has 135 square miles of a very special section of desert, with 30 foot high dunes of show-white gypsum sand.  It looks as though you are at the north pole or in the Arctic wilderness.

White Sands Missile Range:  If opportunity allows, a quick trip to White Sands Army Missile Range, just 30 miles south of town allows the visitor to watch missiles being foried for both testing and crew training purposes.

Holloman Air Force Base: Home to the stealth fighter plane (the flying black triangles).

Sunspot Solar Observatory and Apache Summit Observatory:  Sunspot, NM is a small self-sustained town of astronomers and scientists.  The Solar Observatory is visible on the mountaintop above Alamogordo, but is slightly 40 miles by road through beautiful, twisting mountain roads.  This is some of the most fascinating scenery you will ever see – a second reason to drive slowly.

Skiing and outdoor fun: (seasonal) With Cloudcroft just 20 miles up the mountain and Ruidoso and Ski Apache just 45 miles north, you will find lots of chances for camping, mountain hiking and biking, dense alpine forests, ski lodges and The Inn of the Mountain Gods, a resort hotel and casino on the Mescalero Indian Reservation.

Lake Lucero tour:  The dry lake bed which spawns all the white sand for White Sands National Monument, gypsum crystals are abundant and grow as large as 4-feet in length.  The lake is closed to the public, but there is one guided tour each month.

Rock hounding:  The area has an abundance of turquoise, garnets, gallina, chrysocola, smithsonite, malachite, pyrites, ores, and gold, all on public access land.  Kick around in the dirt and pick up a few gemstones.  All back country & rugged terrain.  No guides.

Petroglyphs:  A large area of ancient Indian petroglyphs is north of town, just outside Three Rivers, NM.  Thousands of petroglyphs can be seen and photographed on a self-guided tour.

Roswell, NM:  About 140 miles NE of Alamogordo.  Plan to spend an entire extra day if you want to visit. UFO museums and alien artifacts (made in Japan) abound.
