CLASSES IN AMARILLO, TX

GENERAL INFORMATION:
Amarillo is the home of big skies and friendly people!   It is also only a 30 minute drive to Palo Duro Canyon State Park -- the 2nd largest Canyon in the United States, and the Texas Panhandle Historical Museum, which is the largest museum in Texas.  The Canyon is an excellent place to go to see majestic scenery or just hike around!   As a class, we often visit the Canyon together in the evening on the 2nd day, depending on the trainer's availability.
 

The class is held near hotels, motels, restaurants, movie theatres, and a shopping mall.  
 

FOOD:
Restaurants offer everything from Texas beef and ostrich to a large health food restaurant catering to the health-minded and vegetarian set.   Aside from typical Texan and American fare, there are Asian, Italian, and fabulous Mexican restaurants all over town.
 

TRANSPORTATION:
Enterprise Rent-a-Car at the Amarillo International Airport rents cars to my students at the extremely low rate of $9.49 per day for a compact car, and $10.99 per day for a mid-size.   You can pick the car up right at the airport and return it there.   To schedule a rental car, have your credit card handy and call (806) 335-9443.  Ask to speak to our corporate contact, Wayne.   Tell Wayne you are a student of Lori Lambert.   My Amarillo-based company is called "Intuitive Consultants, Unlimited" and that is the name of our corporate account with Enterprise.
 

If you'd rather not rent a car, the taxi to and from the airport will cost from $40 to $60 for the weekend.   You'll need to stay at the Motel 6 so you can walk to class.  As for food, (depending on whether or not there are group evening activities planned,) you might end up walking either to a cheap burger stand or up to a mile to a Golden Corral all-you-can-eat buffet.
 

LODGING:
The least expensive lodging is with the Motel 6, which is walking distance from the class.   The address of the Motel 6 is West Bell & I-40, (806) 359-7651.  Motel 6 costs from $29 to $40 per night, depending on the season.   
 

Also very nearby is Homegate Studios and Suites at 6800 I-40 West.   Every room has a kitchen, for those needing cooking facilities.  The phone number is (806) 358-7943.  Homegate is approximately $50 per night.
 

For those who would like to have luxury and class and an indoor pool, the Ambassador Hotel is the nicest hotel in Amarillo.   Most of the time, we are able to get a rate of $79 per night for my students if you let me know in advance.  The hotel number is (806) 358-6161.   The hotel is about 3 miles from the class, so it is not quite as close as the other 2 hotels mentioned above, but if you have a vehicle, it is still quite close.
